Curbside Service information: 

• Due to COVID-19 we are currently operating via drive-thru "curbside service" for 
the safety of clients and volunteers.  

• ALL VISITORS TO THE PANTRY ARE EXPECTED TO WEAR A MASK. 
• Cars may line up for curbside service as early as 30 min before the pantry start 

time. The line starts at the driveway entrance off of Alamos.  
• NOTE: If you are sick or have been near someone who has been sick, please send 

someone to the pantry to pick-up your food for you. 
• If you are on foot or come by bus, please approach the warehouse door staying 6ft 

from all volunteers and we will happily grab your food for you.

• WIZ print outs family verification not proof of income 
2. Proof of Address
